This cham-
pionship event is one of four regional 
events leading into the 2010 US Youth Soc-
cer National Championship Series, the

soccer tournament.  The other three re-
gional championships will be hosted in Barboursville, West Virginia; Dayton, Ohio; and Albuquer-
que, New Mexico.  The US Youth Soccer National Championships will take place in Overland Park, 
Kansas from July 20-25, 2010.  
 

The Southern Regional Championships will bring together 184 teams from 11 states (Alabama, Ar-
kansas, Florida, Georgia, Louisiana, Mississippi, North Carolina, Oklahoma, South Carolina, Texas, 
and Tennessee) to Baton Rouge to compete for an opportunity to advance to the National Champi-
onships.   This group of State Associations comprises US Youth Soccer Region III.   Team age groups 
range from Under-14 to Under-19, both boys and girls, and overall equates to approximately 4000 
players.  Including the travel party accompanying the players as well as team coaches, referees, 
college coaches, and soccer officials from each state, over 12,000 visitors will descend upon Baton 
Rouge in June for this event.  Unlike many youth travel sporting events, this tournament only re-
quires teams to compete once per day and takes place over the course of seven days, meaning 
visitors will have more opportunities to truly spend quality time in our city and explore the Baton 
Rouge area.

The Baton Rouge Soccer Association in conjunction with the Louisiana Soccer Association and 
Team Baton Rouge are hosting this event at the newly expanded BREC Burbank Soccer Com-
plex.  The volunteers and professional staff of these organizations are working diligently to en-
sure this event is organized and executed in a first-class manner and will lead to increased soc-
cer activity in the Baton Rouge area not only in the short term but well into the future.  The 
key in putting on a top notch championship tournament here in June will be to showcase Ba-
ton Rouge and the Burbank Soccer Complex as a soccer destination. 
 

The 2010 US Youth Soccer Region III (Southern) Champion-
ships is estimated to provide more than $7.5 million in 
economic impact to the Baton Rouge area.

Visitors 
to the Baton Rouge area will book an estimated 17,000 
room nights at area hotels.
